Homemade Playdough

Supplies Needed: 1 cup flour, 1/3 cup salt, 2
tablespoons cream of tartar, 1 tablespoon vegetable
oil, 1 cup water & food coloring or glitter of choice
Instructions: Combine the flour, salt, cream of
tartar, vegetable oil, and liquid in saucepan. Stir
over medium heat to the point where it starts to
thicken. Once it’s a fairly stiff ball, put it on the
sheet of wax paper or safe surface. When cool,
knead dough until its smooth and mix in any desired
color or glitter.©
